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Foreword

The latest issue of Sponsored Research series presents a consolidated two years outlook of funded research
activity at Kuwait University, unfolding faculties scientific vigor, interests and developments during the
academic years 2013/14 and 2014/15. The document marks the series 234 and 24™ edition, integrating
empirical data on all ongoing and completed projects awarded to faculty members in pursuing original,
innovative and collaborative research in basic and applied sciences, and in arts and humanities. In all,
415 projects critically define the universe of funded research, spanning two years of faculty research, and
highlighting the range and diversity of subjects researched across faculties, departments and disciplines.
The empirical basis for the document stems from this critical mass of research information, assembled,
organized and analyzed in preparation for the series 23™ and 24™ edition, revealing trends and advances in
institutional research over the last 36 years in a strategic continuum. The series is dedicated to preserving
this evolving and empirical record of the dynamics of scientific research at Kuwait University in sustained
continuity over periods, phases and years.

The growth in faculty research during the academic years 2013/14 and 2014/15 is observable in diverse
areas and interests that dominated faculty research, and constituted the empiricai basis for grant awards
within the requirements of Research Sector’s (RS) policy and regulations governing the grant of pro]ects
to faculty members in pursuing advanced and innovative research. RS efforts are driven towards encouraging
faculties to address strategic priorities and issues of national, social and contemporary relevance through
original, high quality and creative ventures that discover new knowledge, lead to inventions and technology
transformations achieving global recognition, and enhancing Kuwait University’s scientific visibility and
standing worldwide.

A well-developed grant support system oversees the funding of projects, empirical details of which are
documented  in generating each new edition of the Sponsored Research series. In this endeavor, the latest
edition of Sponsored Research, combining two years of faculties projects activity, adds 415 projects to
the existing research database at KU. Of these, 336 (81%) projects were actively being pursued by faculty
members and  an additional 79 (19%) projects formed the core of postgraduate research. The series
also highlights 299 (72.1%) ongoing & completed projects, as well as 116 (27.9%) newly awarded grants
during 2013/14 and 2014/5, 13% (54) of which formed the sphere of collaborative research.

RS is also continuing to expand its collaborative base through new alliances and agreements with external
institutions, opening additional opportunities for faculties to pursue joint and interdisciplinary research.
During 2013/14 & 2014/15, RS collaborative research accounted for 54(13%) projects jointly being
pursued in collaboration with 10 external institutions. Overall, in the sustenance of faculty research
activity, Kuwait University continued to remain the top fund provider in supporting as many as 361
(87%) projects, with external collaborators being RS valued partners in supporting faculty endeavors, and
inducing vibrancy in institutional research.

For strengthening the institutional scientific foundations, RS thrust is on capitalizing on faculty members
enormous talent, potential and expertise for value-added research, and in promoting the quality culture
across faculties. Researchers are also encouraged to explore interdisciplinary dimensions in research and
achieve distinguished outputs of scientific value and impact that attain  international recognition and are
instrumental in  enhancing Kuwait University's scientific standing and world ranking.

This strategic objective forms the core of RS mission ahead, and is guiding the award of projects in-

projects has created a vibrant database of Sponsored Research, with each series adding new projects and
areas of research interests, critically expanding the institutional scientific horizons. In this process, the 23
and 24" edition of Sponsored Research further enriches the existing projects database, harboring vast areas
and subjects actively being researched across faculties, accelerating the institutional scientific momentum. In
releasing  the 23" and 24" edition of Sponsored Research, it is my ardent hope that the document meets
researchers aspirations and serves as a basis for innovation and envisioning of new ideas that lead to discovery
of new knowledge, and prove effective in raising the institutional scientific profile and presence.

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Editor’s Note

The Research Sector’s (RS) progtess in developing the realms of scientific research at Kuwait University (KU)
covered yet another cycle of growth in terms of projects awarded and completed during the academic years
2013/14 and 2014/15 signifying the volume of research being pursued across faculties. These projects
formed the basis for generating 23" and 24* edition of the Sponsored Research series documenting two years
of faculties research activity in a historic continuum. The document aggregates critical information on all
ongoing and accomplished projects awarded to faculty members and graduate students, the twin channels of
funded activity at KU. Statistically, a total of 415 projects were in various stages of progress and completion
during the academic years 2013/14 and 2014/15, which included 336 (81%) projects awarded to faculty
members, and an additional 79 (19%) projects accounted for graduate students research at Master’s and

Ph.D. levels.

The distribution of these projects by dominant faculty-clusters showed Sciences faculties (Architecture,
Computing Sciences & Engineering, Life Sciences and Science) to be the biggest grant recipients with
166 (40%) projects, closely followed by Health Sciences faculties (Medicine, Allied Health, Dentistry and
Pharmacy) with 157 (37.8%) projects, Engineering & Petroleum faculty enlisting 49 (11.8%) projects,
and Arts & Humanities faculties (Arts, Business Administration, Education, Law, Sharia & Islamic Studies
and Social Sciences) accounting for 43 (10.4%) projects. Overall, 299 (72.1%) projects, granted prior to
September 2013/14, continued into the current academic cycles and were in various stages of progress and

completion, while 116 (27.9%) were newly awarded grants.

RS funding process overwhelmingly rests on KU'’s grant support, however, a measure of faculty projects also
thrive on external sponsorship as RS collaborative partners. During 2013/14 and 2014/15, Kuwait University
was responsible for funding a huge volume of 361 (87%) projects, while an additional 54 (13%) projects
received external support from as many as 10 external institutions. Of the external sponsors, 38(9.2%)
projects were supported by Kuwait Foundation for the Advancement of Sciences (KFAS), 6 (1.5%) by
Kuwait Massachusetts Institute of Technology (KMIT), 3 (0.7%) by Kuwait Petroleum Corporation (KPC),
and 1 (0.2%) project each supported by Environmental Public Authority (EPA), Kuwait Oil Company (KOC),
National Guards (NG), Novo Nordisk Company (NNC), AstraZeneca, UNESCO, and Shofu Company. RS
developmental strategy is increasingly driven towards enhancing the sphere of collaborative research through
new alliances and agreements with external institutions, opening new corridors for faculties to pursue scientific
complexities that require joint expertise and input, in addition to acquiring additional resource muscle for
specialized and multi-dimensional studies of national, regional and global significance.

The 23" and 24™ edition of the series integrates empirical information on all ongoing and completed
projects during the academic years 2013/14 and 2014/15, providing analytical insights into projects granted
to faculties, with specific data-elements organized by faculties, departments, and Types of Grants. By grant
categories, 184 (44.3%) projects were University Research grants, 82 (19.8%) Graduate Students grants,
54 (13%) External grants, 50 (12.1%) RIG grants, 23 (5.5%) General Facility grants, 20 (4.8%) Priority
projects, and 1 (0.2%) project each under the University Service and National research grant categories. As
regards ongoing, completed and published research, 315 (75.9%) projects were completed during the
two academic cycles, and 100 (24.1%) projects were ongoing, while publications generated from completed

projects over the last five calendar years (2011, 2012, 2013, 2014 & 2015) are presented in Table 10.

The key elements of research data are standardized and include Project’s Grant No, Title, Principal Investigator
and Co-Investigator(s), Starting date, Duration (in months) including completion date, whete applicable, and
Project Budget. The document’s entire scope includes three major Sections as follows:
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Section —I. Integrates all projects Sponsoted byKuwait Univetsit}; including 1}})6 of Grants.
Section —IL. Consolidates jointly funded projects in collaboration with external institutions.
Section — ITI. Presents Graduate Students (Master’s and Ph.D.) projects.

The document also highlights all completed projects  with symbol ©, and enlists all researchers, whose
names appear anywhere within the document, in the Researchers Index, arranged alphabetically, with page(s)
number(s) alongside. Also, Statistics on faculty research are appended as Tables (1-10) including Graphs.

The document carries forward the Sponsoted Research series dzmugb two additional years (2013/14 and
2014/ 15) of faculty research, reﬂecting the institutional scientific dynamism, while enriching the existing
projects database and a rapidly evolving pool of scientific information at Kuwait University. The document
serves as a valuable guide and reference resource for faculties, stimulating researchers creative pulse in envisioning
new concepts and ideas for advanced and innovative research. The 23" and 24® edition of the Sponsored
Research adds a distinct dimension to historic data records spanning three decades of funded research activity
at KU, unveiling dominant trends and areas of faculty research during the academic years 2013/14 and
2014/15, significandy enhancing the institutional scientific horizons, and opening new opportunities for
advanced, innovative and collaborative research.
